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CERP project, "Collective bargaining and environmental responsibility: Challenges and perspectives for transport and the public sector", co-financed by the European Union, has been developed with the aim of improving the experience of industrial relations to contribute to environmental responsibility. in Europe ; and to this end, various analyses have been conducted of the impacts of European policies on the ecological transition on the labor market and how these impacts are being addressed through collective bargaining and "green" social dialogue.

With the aim of helping to disseminate the work developed by the project partners: Coalition Union Independent Workers ' Union of Madrid, CSIT UNION PROFESSIONAL, Spain; University of Beograd , Serbia; University of Thessaly , UTH, Greece; University of Lisbon , NOVA, Portugal; Institute of Public Affairs , IPA, Poland and University "Saints Cyril and Methodius ", UKIM, North Macedonia] four infographics have been produced that attempt, through an argumentative "thread", to present the keys to sustainability and environmental sustainable development policies ; and to the fair transition as a fundamental element of green social dialogue, in the search to guarantee decent work and adequate working conditions for those affected by these transition processes that, in many cases, require the necessary professional requalification for the correct performance of the new jobs generated by new technologies.

Infographics 3 and 4 focus on highlighting some of the conclusions obtained in the research phase and presenting the “ recommendations and good practices ” obtained from the analysis of the policy documents submitted by the project partners.
